THE UNITED KINGDOM’S VANGUARD SUC-18

CESSOR PROGRAM. 19

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds the following: 20

(1) The Polaris Sales Agreement of 1963 for-21

mally arranged for the Polaris missile system to be 22

purchased by the United Kingdom for its submarines. 23

It was extended in 1982 to include the Trident mis-24

sile system and this agreement continues to underpin 25
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the independent nuclear deterrent of the United King-1

dom. 2

(2) April 2013 marked the 50-year anniversary 3

of the agreement. 4

(3) Since the inception of the agreement, the 5

agreement has been a tremendous success and pro-6

vided great benefits to both nations by creating major 7

cost savings, stronger nuclear deterrence, and a 8

stronger alliance. 9

(4) The Ohio-class ballistic missile submarine re-10

placement of the United States and the Vanguard- 11

class ballistic missile successor of the United Kingdom 12

will share a common missile compartment and the 13

Trident II/D5 strategic weapon system. 14

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Congress 15

that the Secretary of Defense and the Secretary of the Navy 16

should make every effort to ensure that the common missile 17

compartment associated with the Ohio-class ballistic missile 18

submarine replacement program stays on schedule and is 19

aligned with the Vanguard-successor program of the United 20

Kingdom in order for the United States to fulfill its long-21

standing commitment to our ally and partner in sea-based 22

strategic deterrence. 23
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SEC. 224. SENSE OF CONGRESS ON COUNTER-ELECTRONICS 1

HIGH POWER MICROWAVE MISSILE PROJECT. 2

It is the sense of the Congress that— 3

(1) following the successful joint technology capa-4

bility demonstration that the counter-electronics high 5

power microwave missile project (in this section re-6

ferred to as ‘‘CHAMP’’) conducted last year, the Air 7

Force should examine the results of the demonstration 8

and consider the demonstration as a potential solu-9

tion during any analysis of alternatives conducted in 10

2014; 11

(2) an analysis of alternatives is an important 12

step in the long term-term development of a high 13

power microwave weapon; 14

(3) additionally, a near-term option may be 15

available to get such capability to commanders of the 16

both near- and long-term high power microwave 20

weapon systems; 21

(5) CHAMP could be developed as a cruise mis-22

sile delivered weapon with target availability to com-23

(6) such development should not prohibit or di-25

vert resources from an analysis of alternatives and 26
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long-term development of a high power microwave 1

weapon. 2

SEC. 231. PROHIBITION ON USE OF FUNDS FOR MEADS PRO-5

GRAM. 6

(a) PROHIBITION.—None of the funds authorized to be 7

appropriated by this Act or otherwise made available for 8

fiscal year 2014 for the Department of Defense may be obli-9

gated or expended for the medium extended air defense sys-10

tem. 11

(b) HARVESTING TECHNOLOGY.— 12

(1) NOTICE AND WAIT.—The Secretary of Defense 13

may not carry out actions described in paragraph (2) 14

until a period of 120 days has elapsed following the 15

date on which the Secretary notifies the congressional 16

defense committees of the plans of the Secretary to 17

carry out such actions. 18

(2) ACTIONS DESCRIBED.—Actions described in 19

this paragraph are actions relating to harvesting 20

technology of the medium extended air defense system. 21

(c) REPORT.— 22

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than February 15, 23

2014, the Secretary of the Army shall submit to the 24

congressional defense committees a report on the op-25
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portunities to harvest technology of the medium ex-1

tended air defense system to modernize the various air 2

and missile defense systems and integrated architec-3

ture of the Army, based on the report required by sec-4

tion 226 of the National Defense Authorization Act 5

for Fiscal Year 2013 (Public Law 112–239; 126 Stat. 6

1678). 7

(2) MATTERS INCLUDED.—The report under 8

paragraph (1) shall include the following: 9

(A) A review of current Army and joint re-10

quirements to which any harvested technology of 11

the medium extended air defense system might be 12

applied. 13

(B) The timeline of the Secretary for com-14

pletion of an analysis of alternatives to tech-15

nologies and systems being considered for har-16

vesting. 17

(C) An overview of the planned acquisition 18

strategy for any major systems being considered 19

for harvesting and for insertion into the inte-20

grated air and missile defense architecture. 21

(d) APPLICATION.—The prohibition in subsection (a) 22

may not be superseded except by a provision of law that 23

specifically supersedes, repeals, or modifies such subsection. 24
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SEC. 232. ADDITIONAL MISSILE DEFENSE SITE IN THE 1

UNITED STATES FOR OPTIMIZED PROTEC-2

TION OF THE HOMELAND. 3

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress makes the following findings: 4

(1) President George W. Bush and President 5

Barack Obama have each recognized the necessity for 6

an additional measure of protection–beyond missile 7

defense sites in Alaska and California–for defending 8

the United States against intercontinental ballistic 9

missile (ICBM) threats emanating from the Middle 10

East. 11

(2) General Jacoby, the Commander of the 12

United States Northern Command, testified before 13

Congress that ‘‘we should consider that Iran has a ca-14

pability within the next few years of flight testing 15

ICBM capable technologies’’ and that ‘‘the Iranians 16

are intent on developing an ICBM’’. 17

(3) General Kehler, the Commander of the 18

United States Strategic Command, testified before 19

Congress that ‘‘I am confident that we can defend 20

against a limited attack from Iran, although we are 21

not in the most optimum posture to do that today. . 22

.it doesn’t provide total defense today’’. 23

(4) General Jacoby also testified before Congress 24

that ‘‘I would agree that a third site, wherever the de-25

cision is to build a third site, would give me better 26
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weapons access, increased GBI inventory and allow 1

us the battle space to more optimize our defense 2

against future threats from Iran and North Korea’’. 3

(5) Section 227 of the National Defense Author-4

ization Act for Fiscal Year 2013 (Public Law 112– 5

239; 126 Stat. 1678) directs the Missile Defense Agen-6

cy— 7

(A) to conduct environmental impact stud-8

ies for three potential locations for an additional 9

missile defense site capable of protecting the 10

homeland; and 11

(B) to develop a contingency plan in case 12

the President determines to proceed with deploy-13

ment of such an additional site. 14

(6) According the Missile Defense Agency, the 15

cost to deploy up to 20 ground-based interceptors 16

(GBIs) at a new missile defense site on the East 17

Coast of the United States is approximately 18

$3,000,000,000 and would require approximately 5 to 19

6 years to complete. 20

(b) ADDITIONAL MISSILE DEFENSE SITE.— 21

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Missile Defense Agency 22

shall construct and make operational in fiscal year 23

2018 an additional homeland missile defense site ca-24

pable of protecting the homeland, designed to com-25
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plement existing sites in Alaska and California, to 1

deal more effectively with the long-range ballistic mis-2

sile threat from the Middle East. 3

(2) REQUIREMENT IN ADDITION TO OTHER RE-4

QUIRED ACTIVITIES REGARDING MISSILE DEFENSE 5

SITES.—The Missile Defense Agency shall carry out 6

the requirement in paragraph (1) to construct and de-7

ploy an additional homeland missile defense site (in-8

cluding any advance procurement and engineering 9

and design in connection with such site) while con-10

tinuing to meet the requirement to prepare environ-11

mental impact statements and a contingency plan 12

under section 227 of the National Defense Authoriza-13

tion Act for Fiscal Year 2013 for the missile defense 14

sites described in that section. 15

(3) REPORT.—Not later than 180 days after the 16

date of the enactment of this Act, the Director of the 17

Missile Defense Agency shall submit to Congress a re-18

port on the missile defense site required to be con-19

structed and deployed under paragraph (1). The re-20

port shall include a description of the current esti-21

mate of the funding to be required for construction 22

and deployment of the missile defense site, including 23

for advance procurement, engineering and design, 24
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materials and construction, interceptor missiles, and 1

sensors. 2

SEC. 233. LIMITATION ON REMOVAL OF MISSILE DEFENSE 3

EQUIPMENT FROM EAST ASIA. 4

(a) POLICY.—It is the policy of the United States 5

that— 6

(1) the missile defenses of the United States pro-7

vide defense against multiple threats, including 8

threats to the United States, allies of the United 9

States, and the deployed forces of the United States; 10

and 11

(2) the elimination of one threat, for example the 12

illegal nuclear weapons program of a rogue state, does 13

not eliminate the reason the United States deploys 14

missile defenses to a particular region, including to 15

defend allies of the United States and deployed forces 16

of the United States from other regional threats. 17

(b) LIMITATION.—Except as provided by subsection (c) 18

or (d), none of the funds authorized to be appropriated by 19

this Act or otherwise made available for fiscal year 2014 20

or any fiscal year thereafter may be obligated or expended 21

to remove missile defense equipment of the United States 22

from East Asia until a period of 180 days has elapsed fol-23

lowing the date on which the President certifies to the con-24

gressional defense committees the following: 25
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(1) Each country in East Asia that poses a 1

threat to allies of the United States has verifiably dis-2

mantled the nuclear weapons and ballistic missile 3

programs of such country. 4

(2) The President has consulted with such allies 5

with respect to the dismantlement described in para-6

graph (1) that— 7

(A) such dismantlement has occurred; and 8

(B) the missile defense platforms of the 9

United States located in East Asia are no longer 10

needed. 11

(c) WAIVER.—The President may waive the limitation 12

in subsection (b) with respect to removing missile defense 13

equipment of the United States from East Asia if— 14

(1) the President submits to the congressional de-15

fense committees— 16

(A) a certification that such waiver is in 17

the national security interest of the United 18

States; and 19

(B) a report, in unclassified form, explain-20

ing— 21

(i) why the President cannot make a 22

certification for such removal under sub-23

section (b); 24
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(ii) the national security interest cov-1

ered by the certification made under sub-2

paragraph (A); and 3

(iii) how the President will provide a 4

commensurate level of defense for the United 5

States, allies of the United States, and de-6

ployed forces of the United States, as pro-7

vided by such missile defense equipment 8

being removed; and 9

(2) a period of 30 days has elapsed following the 10

date on which the President submits the information 11

under paragraph (1). 12

(d) EXCEPTION.—The limitation in subsection (b) 13

shall not apply to destroyers and cruisers of the Navy 14

equipped with the Aegis ballistic missile defense system. 15

SEC. 234. IMPROVEMENTS TO ACQUISITION ACCOUNT-16

ABILITY REPORTS ON BALLISTIC MISSILE DE-17

FENSE SYSTEM. 18

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 225 of title 10, United 19

States Code, is amended— 20

(1) in subsection (b)(3)(A), by inserting ‘‘com-21

prehensive’’ before ‘‘life-cycle’’; and 22

(2) by adding at the end the following: 23

‘‘(e) QUALITY OF COST ESTIMATES.—(1) The Director 24

shall ensure that each cost estimate included in an acquisi-25
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tion baseline pursuant to subsection (b)(3) includes all op-1

eration and support costs, regardless of funding source, for 2

which the Director is responsible.

schedule of the Director with respect to when the Director 16

will meet the quality and criteria of cost estimates required 17

by section 225(e) of title 10, United States Code, as added 18

by subsection (a)(2). 19

SEC. 235. ANALYSIS OF ALTERNATIVES FOR SUCCESSOR TO 20

PRECISION TRACKING SPACE SYSTEM. 21

(a) ANALYSIS OF ALTERNATIVES REQUIRED.— 22

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Director of the Missile 23

Defense Agency, in cooperation with the Director of 24

Cost Assessment and Program Evaluation and the 25
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Defense Space Council, shall perform an analysis of 1

alternatives for a successor to the precision tracking 2

space system. 3

(2) CONSIDERATION.—The Director shall ensure 4

that the analysis of alternatives under paragraph (1) 5

considers the following: 6

(A) Current and future terrestrial, airborne, 7

and space capabilities and capability gaps for 8

missile defense sensing requirements. 9

(B) Current and planned overhead per-10

sistent infrared architecture and the potential for 11

the future exploitability of such architecture. 12

(C) Lessons learned from the space tracking 13

and surveillance system and precision tracking 14

space system technology development programs. 15

(D) Opinions of private industry based on 16

the experience of such industry with delivering 17

space capabilities. 18

(E) Opportunities for such successor system 19

to contribute to nonmissile defense missions with 20

unmet requirements, including space situational 21

awareness. 22

(3) ROLE OF OTHER DEPARTMENTS.—In con-23

ducting the analysis of alternatives under paragraph 24

(1), the Director shall compare the advantages and 25
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disadvantages, including in terms of costs, with re-1

spect to the Director— 2

(A) developing a successor to the precision 3

tracking space system solely for the Missile De-4

fense Agency; and 5

(B) cooperating with other heads of depart-6

ments and agencies of the United States to de-7

velop space systems that are multi-mission, in-8

cluding by hosting payloads. 9

(b) SUBMISSION REQUIRED.— 10

(1) TERMS OF REFERENCE.—Not later than 60 11

days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the 12

Director shall submit to the congressional defense 13

committees the terms of reference of the analysis of al-14

ternatives performed under subsection (a)(1). 15

(2) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 180 days after 16

the date of the enactment of this Act, the Director 17

shall submit to the congressional defense committees a 18

report including— 19

(A) the analysis of alternatives for a suc-20

cessor to the precision tracking space system per-21

formed under subsection (a)(1); and 22

(B) a description of the potential platforms 23

on which a hosted payload could be hosted. 24
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(3) FORM.—The report required by paragraph 1

(2) shall be submitted in unclassified form, but may 2

include a classified annex. 3

(c) CONFORMING REPEAL.—Section 224 of the Na-4

tional Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2013 (Pub-5

lic Law 112–239; 126 Stat. 1675) is repealed. 6

SEC. 236. PLAN TO IMPROVE ORGANIC KILL ASSESSMENT 7

CAPABILITY OF THE GROUND-BASED MID-8

COURSE DEFENSE SYSTEM. 9

(a) ORGANIC KILL ASSESSMENT CAPABILITY.—The 10

Director of the Missile Defense Agency and the Commander 11

of the United States Northern Command, in consultation 12

with the Commander of the United States Strategic Com-13

mand, shall jointly develop— 14

(1) options to achieve an organic kill assessment 15

capability for the ground-based midcourse defense sys-16

tem that can be developed by not later than December 17

31, 2019, including by improving the command, con-18

trol, battle management, and communications pro-19

gram and the sensor and communications architec-20

ture of the Agency; and 21

(2) a plan to carry out such options that gives 22

priority to including such capabilities in at least 23

some of the 14 ground-based interceptors that will be 24
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procured by the Director, as announced by the Sec-1

retary of Defense on March 15, 2013. 2

(b) IMPROVED HIT ASSESSMENT.—The Director and 3

the Commander of the United States Northern Command, 4

in consultation with the Commander of the United States 5

Strategic Command, shall jointly develop an interim capa-6

bility for improved hit assessment for the ground-based 7

midcourse defense system that can be integrated into near- 8

term enhanced kill vehicle upgrades and refurbishment. 9

(c) SUBMISSION TO CONGRESS.—Not later than March 10

15, 2014, the Director and the Commander of the United 11

States Northern Command shall jointly submit to the con-12

gressional defense committees a report on— 13

(1) the development of an organic kill assessment 14

capability under subsection (a), including the plan 15

developed under paragraph (2) of such subsection; 16

and 17

(2) the development of an interim capability for 18

improved hit assessment under subsection (b). 19

SEC. 237. AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS FOR IRON DOME SHORT- 20

RANGE ROCKET DEFENSE PROGRAM. 21

Of the funds authorized to be appropriated for fiscal 22

year 2014 by section 201 for research, development, test, 23

and evaluation, Defense-wide, and available for the Missile 24

Defense Agency, $15,000,000 may be obligated or expended 25
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for enhancing the capability for producing the Iron Dome 1

short-range rocket defense program in the United States, in-2

cluding for infrastructure, tooling, transferring data, spe-3

cial test equipment, and related components. 4

SEC. 238. NATO AND THE PHASED, ADAPTIVE APPROACH TO 5

MISSILE DEFENSE IN EUROPE. 6

(a) NATO FUNDING.— 7

(1) PHASE I OF EPAA.—Not later than 60 days 8

after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Presi-9

dent shall consult with the North Atlantic Council 10

and the Secretary General of the North Atlantic Trea-11

ty Organization (in this section referred to as 12

‘‘NATO’’) on— 13

(A) the funding of the phased, adaptive ap-14

proach to missile defense in Europe; and 15

(B) establishing a plan for NATO to pro-16

vide at least 50 percent of the infrastructure and 17

operations and maintenance costs of phase I of 18

the phased, adaptive approach to missile defense 19

in Europe. 20

(2) PHASES II AND III OF EPAA.—The President 21

shall use the NATO Military Common-Funded Re-22

sources process to seek to fund at least 50 percent of 23

the costs for phases II and III of the phased, adaptive 24

approach to missile defense in Europe. 25
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(3) REPORTS.—Not later than 180 days after the 1

date of the enactment of this Act, and each 180-day 2

period thereafter, the President shall submit to the 3

congressional defense committees, the Committee on 4

Foreign Affairs of the House of Representatives, and 5

the Committee on Foreign Relations of the Senate a 6

report on the funding provided by NATO pursuant to 7

paragraphs (1) and (2). 8

(b) INTERCEPTORS.—If the Secretary of Defense deter-9

mines that it is useful to the interests of the United States, 10

the Secretary shall seek to engage with members of NATO 11

to establish a NATO common pool of Aegis standard mis-12

sile–3 block IA, standard missile–3 block IB, and standard 13

missile–3 block IIA interceptors to defend NATO members 14

through the phased, adaptive approach to missile defense 15

in Europe. 16

SEC. 239. SENSE OF CONGRESS ON PROCUREMENT OF CA-17

PABILITY ENHANCEMENT II 18

EXOATMOSPHERIC KILL VEHICLE. 19

It is the sense of Congress that the Secretary of Defense 20

should not procure a Capability Enhancement II 21

exoatmospheric kill vehicle for deployment until after the 22

date on which a successful operational flight test of the Ca-23

pability Enhancement II ground-based interceptor has oc-24
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curred unless such procurement is for test assets or to main-1

tain a warm line for the industrial base. 2

SEC. 240. SENSE OF CONGRESS ON 30TH ANNIVERSARY OF 3

THE STRATEGIC DEFENSE INITIATIVE. 4

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds the following: 5

(1) President Ronald Reagan in March 1983, in 6

a speech from the oval office, laid the corner stone for 7

a long-term research and development program to 8

begin to achieve our ultimate goal of eliminating the 9

threat posed by strategic nuclear missiles. 10

(2) President Reagan stated, ‘‘I’ve become more 11

and more deeply convinced that the human spirit 12

must be capable of rising above dealing with other 13

nations and human beings by threatening their exist-14

ence. . . What if free people could live secure in the 15

knowledge that their security did not rest upon the 16

threat of instant U.S. retaliation to deter a Soviet at-17

tack, that we could intercept and destroy strategic 18

ballistic missiles before they reached our own soil or 19

that of our allies?’’. 20

(3) The Strategic Defense Initiative, also known 21

as ‘‘Star Wars’’, challenged the nation to accomplish 22

the impossible by moving beyond the obvious possibili-23

ties of the day to set the United States and our allies 24

up for success. 25
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(4) In 1999, the Ballistic Missile Defense Orga-1

nization (BMDO), National Missile Defense (NMD) 2

prototype interceptor successfully demonstrated ‘‘hit- 3

to-kill’’ technology intercepting a modified Minute-4

man intercontinental Ballistic Missile (ICBM). 5

(5) Congress passed the National Missile Defense 6

Act of 1999 (Public Law 106–38) (signed by Presi-7

dent Clinton), which stated, ‘‘It is the policy of the 8

United States to deploy, as soon as is technologically 9

possible, an effective National Missile Defense system 10

capable of defending the territory of the United States 11

against limited ballistic missile attack (whether acci-12

dental, unauthorized, or deliberate)’’. 13

(6) On December 13, 2001, President George W. 14

Bush announced ‘‘I have concluded the ABM treaty 15

hinders our government’s ability to develop ways to 16

protect our people from future terrorist or rogue state 17

missile attacks’’. 18

(7) Russian President Vladimir Putin said the 19

move was ‘‘not a threat to the security of the Russian 20

Federation’’. 21

(8) Since 2001, the United States has deployed 22

considerable Missile Defense capability: 30 ground- 23

based interceptors defending the continental U.S. 24

today; 32 Aegis BMD ships; 113 SM-3 IA intercep-25
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tors; 25 SM-3 IB interceptors; 3 THAAD batteries 1

and 89 interceptors; and 8 AN/TPY-2 forward-based 2

sensors. 3

(9) The United States has partnerships with 22 4

nations, and the North Atlantic Treaty Organization 5

(NATO), for missile defense cooperation. Likewise, 6

India and South Korea are developing missile de-7

fenses and the Russian Federation and People’s Re-8

public of China are also developing and improving 9

missile defenses. 10

(10) Since 2001 when they began development, 11

United States missile defenses have had a test record 12

of 58 of 73 hit-to-kill intercept attempts and have 13

been successful across all programs of the integrated 14

system, including Aegis Ballistic Missile Defense 15

(BMD), Ground-based Midcourse Defense (GMD), 16

Terminal High Altitude Area Defense (THAAD), and 17

PATRIOT Advanced Capability-3. 18

(11) In July of 2004, the United States missile 19

defense system was declared operational with limited 20

capability. Since that time, it has offered defense 21

against limited threats to the continental United 22

States. 23

(12) The United States has cooperatively devel-24

oped with our Israeli allies a number of missile de-25
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fense systems including Arrow, Arrow 3 and David’s 1

Sling, systems which will protector our Israeli allies 2

and contribute technology and expertise to U.S. sys-3

tems. 4

(13) The United States in support of NATO de-5

ployed a Patriot missile battery to defend the popu-6

lation and territory of Turkey and provide material 7

support for Article V of the North Atlantic Treaty in 8

the event of spillover from the Syrian civil war and 9

has deployed Phase I of the European Phased Adapt-10

ive Approach, which includes a transportable x-band 11

radar array and an on-station AEGIS ballistic mis-12

sile defense ship armed with Standard Missile 3 block 13

IA missile interceptors. 14

(14) When United States territory, deployed 15

forces and allies were threatened by North Korean 16

ballistic missiles the United States had the oper-17

ational capability and national will to deploy 18

THAAD units to Guam to provide a defensive shield. 19

(15) The United States continues to work jointly 20

with Japan to improve the Navy Aegis Ballistic Mis-21

sile Defense (BMD) which in addition to providing 22

missile defense in the Pacific is also a keystone in the 23

Phased Adaptive Approach for European missile de-24

fense. 25
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(16) On-going research and development under 1

the auspices of the Missile Defense Agency will con-2

tinue to expand the technology envelope to deploy a 3

layered missile defense system capable of defending 4

the homeland, our military forces deployed overseas, 5

friendly nations and our allies against all ballistic 6

missiles from launch and orbit to reentry. 7

(17) A credible ballistic missile defense system is 8

critical to the national defense of the United States. 9

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—Congress— 10

(1) recognizes the inspiring leadership of Presi-11

dent Ronald Reagan to ‘‘maintain the peace through 12

strength’’; 13

(2) recognizes the enduring obligation President 14

as Commander in Chief to‘‘ preserve, protect, and de-15

fend the Constitution’’; 16

(3) commemorates the vision of President 17

Reagan on the 30th anniversary of the Strategic De-18

fense Initiative; 19

(4) believes that it is imperative that the United 20

States continue fielding a robust missile defense sys-21

tem, including additional ground based interceptors; 22

and 23
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(5) commits to supporting continued investments 1

in future missile defense capabilities and emerging 2

technologies such as directed energy and railguns. 3

SEC. 251. ANNUAL COMPTROLLER GENERAL REPORT ON 5

THE AMPHIBIOUS COMBAT VEHICLE ACQUISI-6

TION PROGRAM. 7

(a) ANNUAL GAO REVIEW.—During the period begin-8

ning on the date of the enactment of this Act and ending 9

on March 1, 2018, the Comptroller General of the United 10

States shall conduct an annual review of the amphibious 11

combat vehicle acquisition program. 12

(b) ANNUAL REPORTS.— 13

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than March 1 of 14

each year beginning in 2014 and ending in 2018, the 15

Comptroller General shall submit to the congressional 16

defense committees a report on the review of the am-17

phibious combat vehicle acquisition program con-18

ducted under subsection (a). 19

(2) MATTERS TO BE INCLUDED.—Each report 20

under paragraph (1) shall include the following: 21

(A) The extent to which the program is 22

meeting development and procurement cost, 23

schedule, performance, and risk mitigation goals. 24
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(B) With respect to meeting the desired ini-1

tial operational capability and full operational 2

capability dates for the amphibious combat vehi-3

cle, the progress and results of— 4

(i) developmental and operational test-5

ing of the vehicle; and 6

(ii) plans for correcting deficiencies in 7

vehicle performance, operational effective-8

ness, reliability, suitability, and safety. 9

(C) An assessment of procurement plans, 10

production results, and efforts to improve manu-11

facturing efficiency and supplier performance. 12

(D) An assessment of the acquisition strat-13

egy of the amphibious combat vehicle, including 14

whether such strategy is in compliance with ac-15

quisition management best-practices and the ac-16

quisition policy and regulations of the Depart-17

ment of Defense. 18

(E) An assessment of the projected oper-19

ations and support costs and the viability of the 20

Marine Corps to afford to operate and sustain 21

the amphibious combat vehicle. 22

(3) ADDITIONAL INFORMATION.—In submitting 23

to the congressional defense committees the first report 24

under paragraph (1) and a report following any 25
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changes made by the Secretary of the Navy to the 1

baseline documentation of the amphibious combat ve-2

hicle acquisition program, the Comptroller General 3

shall include, with respect to such program, an assess-4

ment of the sufficiency and objectivity of— 5

(A) the analysis of alternatives; 6

(B) the initial capabilities document; and 7

(C) the capabilities development document. 8

SEC. 252. REPORT ON STRATEGY TO IMPROVE BODY 9

ARMOR. 10

(a) REPORT.—Not later than 180 days after the date 11

of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense shall 12

submit to the congressional defense committees a report on 13

the comprehensive research and development strategy of the 14

Secretary to achieve significant reductions in the weight of 15

body armor. 16

(b) MATTERS INCLUDED.—The report under subsection 17

(a) shall include the following: 18

(1) A brief description of each solution for body 19

armor weight reduction that is being developed as of 20

the date of the report. 21

(2) For each such solution— 22

(A) the costs, schedules, and performance re-23

quirements; 24
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(B) the research and development funding 1

profile; 2

(C) a description of the materials being 3

used in the solution; and 4

(D) the feasibility and technology readiness 5

levels of the solution and the materials. 6

(3) A strategy to provide resources for future re-7

search and development of body armor weight reduc-8

tion. 9

(4) An explanation of how the Secretary is using 10

a modular or tailorable solution to approach body 11

armor weight reduction. 12

(5) A description of how the Secretary coordi-13

nates the research and development of body armor 14

weight reduction being carried out by the military de-15

partments. 16

(6) Any other matter the Secretary considers ap-17

propriate. 18

SEC. 253. REPORT ON MAIN BATTLE TANK FUEL EFFI-19

CIENCY INITIATIVE. 20

Not later than 60 days after the date of the enactment 21

of this Act, the Secretary of the Army shall submit to the 22

congressional defense committees a report on the investment 23

strategy to accelerate fuel efficiency improvements to the 24

current engine and transmission of the M1 Abrams series 25
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main battle tank as part of the Army’s Engineering Change 1

Proposal Phase I strategy. 2

SEC. 254. REPORT ON POWERED RAIL SYSTEM. 3

(a) REPORT REQUIRED.—Not later than 90 days after 4

the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of De-5

fense shall submit to the congressional defense committees 6

a report on the powered rail system compared to currently 7

fielded solutions. Such report shall include each of the fol-8

lowing: 9

(1) Verification of relevant studies previously 10

conducted by the Army, including that of the Maneu-11

ver Center of Excellence, which show that a typical 12

infantry platoon requires approximately 430 pounds 13

of batteries for a 72-hour mission, or roughly 10 14

pounds per soldier, and that the per-soldier, per-year 15

procurement, storage, transport and disposal costs of 16

these batteries are between $50,000 and $65,000. 17

(2) An assessment of the comparative total cost 18

of ownership, including procurement, fielding, train-19

ing, and sustainment of the existing rail system and 20

associated rail-mounted devices with respect to bat-21

tery types and usage, when compared to that of a 22

powered rail or intelligent rail system with a consoli-23

dated power source. 24
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(3) An assessment of the specific effects of exces-1

sive battery weight on soldier mobility, endurance 2

and lethality determined through side-by-side time, 3

endurance, motion and lethality tests between soldiers 4

operating with existing rail-mounted weapon acces-5

sories and soldiers using the powered rail or intel-6

ligent rail solution. 7

(4) An assessment of the advantages to the Army 8

of incorporating the high-speed communications capa-9

bility embedded in the powered rail or intelligent rail 10

technology, including the integration of existing Army 11

devices and devices in development such as the family 12

of weapons sights and the enhanced night vision gog-13

gles, with the powered rail technology, and the con-14

nection of these previously unconnected devices to the 15

soldier network. 16

(b) TESTING.—Any testing conducted in order to 17

produce the report required by subsection (a) shall be super-18

vised and validated by the Director of Operational Test and 19

Evaluation of the Department of Defense. 20

SEC. 261. ESTABLISHMENT OF CRYPTOGRAPHIC MOD-2

ERNIZATION REVIEW AND ADVISORY BOARD. 3

(a) IN GENERAL.—Chapter 7 of title 10, United States 4

visory Board 8

‘‘(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—There shall be in the Depart-9

ment of Defense a Cryptographic Modernization Review 10

and Advisory Board (in this section referred to as the 11

‘Board’) to review and assess the cryptographic moderniza-12

tion activities of the Department and provide advice to the 13

Secretary with respect to such activities pursuant to the 14

roles and responsibilities outlined in the Chairman of the 15

Joint Chiefs of Staff Instruction 6510.02D. 16

‘‘(b) MEMBERS.—(1) The Secretary shall determine the 17

number of members of the Board. 18

‘‘(2) The Secretary shall appoint officers in the grade 19

of general or admiral and civilian employees of the Depart-20

ment of Defense in the Senior Executive Service to serve 21

as members of the Board. 22

‘‘(c) RESPONSIBILITIES.—The Board shall— 23

‘‘(1) review compliance with cease-use dates for 24

specific cryptographic systems based on rigorous 25
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analysis of technical and threat factors and issue 1

guidance, as needed, to relevant program executive of-2

fices and program managers; 3

‘‘(2) monitor the overall cryptographic mod-4

ernization efforts of the Department, including while 5

such efforts are being executed; 6

‘‘(3) convene in-depth technical program reviews, 7

as needed, for specific cryptographic modernization 8

developments with respect to validating current and 9

in-draft requirements of systems of the Department of 10

Defense and identifying programmatic risks; 11

‘‘(4) develop a five-year cryptographic mod-12

ernization plan to— 13

‘‘(A) make recommendations to the Joint 14

Requirements Oversight Council with respect to 15

updating or modifying requirements for cryp-16

tographic modernization; and 17

‘‘(B) identify previously unidentified re-18

quirements; 19

‘‘(5) develop a long-term roadmap to— 20

‘‘(A) ensure synchronization with major 21

planning documents; 22

‘‘(B) anticipate risks and issues in 10- and 23

20-year timelines; and 24
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‘‘(C) ensure that the expertise and insights 1

of the military departments, Defense Agencies, 2

the combatant commands, industry, academia, 3

and key allies are included in the course of devel-4

oping and carrying out cryptographic mod-5

ernization activities; 6

‘‘(6) develop a concept of operations for how 7

cryptographic systems should function in a system-of- 8

systems environment; and 9

‘‘(7) advise the Secretary on the development of 10

a cryptographic asset visibility system. 11

‘‘(d) EXCLUSION OF CERTAIN PROGRAMS.—The Board 12

shall not include programs funded under the National Intel-13

ligence Program (as defined in section 3(6) of the National 14

Security Act of 1947 (50 U.S.C. 3003(6))) in carrying out 15

this section.’’.

LATIONSHIPS, COMMUNICATION, CONDUCT, AND CONTACT 20

BETWEEN CERTAIN MEMBERS.— 21

(1) POLICY REQUIRED.—The Secretary of De-22

fense and the Secretary of the Department in which 23

the Coast Guard is operating shall establish and 24

maintain a policy to uniformly define and prescribe, 25
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for the persons described in paragraph (2), what con-1

stitutes an inappropriate and prohibited relationship, 2

communication, conduct, or contact, including when 3

such an action is consensual, between a member of the 4

Armed Forces described in paragraph (2)(A) and a 5

prospective member or member of the Armed Forces 6

described in paragraph (2)(B).

The Secretary of Defense 22

shall ensure that, to the extent practicable, the regulations 23

5

‘‘(c) TERM OF CONTRACTS.—(1) Except as provided 6

in paragraph (2), a concession contract may be awarded 7

for a period of not more than 10 years.

limitation in paragraph (2). 9

(b) LIMITATIONS.—The authority provided by sub-10

section (a) to transfer authorizations— 11

(1) may only be used to provide authority for 12

items that have a higher priority than the items from 13

which authority is transferred; and 14

(2) may not be used to provide authority for an 15

item that has been denied authorization by Congress. 16

(c) EFFECT ON AUTHORIZATION AMOUNTS.—A trans-17

fer made from one account to another under the authority 18

of this section shall be deemed to increase the amount au-19

thorized for the account to which the amount is transferred 20

by an amount equal to the amount transferred.

(a) CERTIFICATION REQUIRED PRIOR TO TRANS-6

FER.— 7

graph (2) and subsection (d), the Secretary of Defense 9

may not use any amounts authorized to be appro-10

priated or otherwise available to the Department of 11

Defense to transfer, during the period beginning on 12

(C) A summary of the alternative actions to 22

be taken to address the underlying purpose of, 23

and to mitigate the risks addressed in, the para-24

graph or subsection to be waived.

(e) RECORD OF COOPERATION.—In assessing the risk 3

that an individual detained at Guantanamo will engage 4

in terrorist activity or other actions that could affect the 5

security of the United States if released for the purpose of 6

making a certification under subsection (b) or a waiver 7

under subsection (d), the Secretary of Defense may give fa-8

vorable consideration to any such individual— 9

(1) who has substantially cooperated with United 10

States intelligence and law enforcement authorities, 11

pursuant to a pre-trial agreement, while in the cus-12

tody of or under the effective control of the Depart-13

ment of Defense; and 14

(2) for whom agreements and effective mecha-15

nisms are in place, to the extent relevant and nec-16

essary, to provide for continued cooperation with 17

SEC. 1053. LIMITATION ON AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS FOR 21

(a) LIMITATION.—None of the funds authorized to be 24

appropriated by this Act or otherwise made available for 25
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fiscal year 2014 for the Department of Defense may be used 1

to reduce or consolidate the basing of dual-capable aircraft 2

of the United States that are based in Europe until a period 3

(a) FINDING; STATEMENT OF POLICY.— 7

(1) FINDING.—Congress finds that it was the 8

Declaration of the United States Senate in its Resolu-9

tion of Advice and Consent to the New START Trea-10

ty that ‘‘[t]he Senate declares that further arms re-11

duction agreements obligating the United States to re-12

duce or limit the Armed Forces or armaments of the 13

United States in any militarily significant manner 14

may be made only pursuant to the treaty-making 15

power of the President as set forth in Article II, sec-16

tion 2, clause 2 of the Constitution of the United 17

States’’. 18

(2) STATEMENT OF POLICY.—Congress reaffirms 19

the Declaration described in paragraph (1) and states 20

that any agreement for further arms reduction below 21

the levels of the New START Treaty, including those 22

that may seek to use the Treaty’s verification regime, 23

may only be made pursuant to the treaty-making 24

power of the President as set forth in Article II, sec-25

tion 2, clause 2 of the Constitution of the United 26
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States or by Act of Congress, as set forth in the Arms 1

Control and Disarmament Act (22 U.S.C. 2551 et 2

seq.). 3

(b) LIMITATION.— 4

SEC. 1055. SENSE OF CONGRESS ON COMPLIANCE WITH NU-7

CLEAR ARMS CONTROL AGREEMENTS. 8

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds the following: 9

(1) President Obama stated in Prague in April 10

2009 that ‘‘Rules must be binding. Violations must be 11

punished. Words must mean something.’’. 12

(2) President Obama’s Nuclear Posture Review 13

of 2010 stated, ‘‘it is not enough to detect non-compli-14

ance; violators must know that they will face con-15

sequences when they are caught.’’. 16

(3) The July 2010 Verifiability Assessment re-17

leased by the Department of State on the New START 18

Treaty stated, ‘‘The costs and risks of Russian cheat-19

ing or breakout, on the other hand, would likely be 20

very significant. In addition to the financial and 21

international political costs of such an action, any 22

Russian leader considering cheating or breakout from 23

the New START Treaty would have to consider that 24

the United States will retain the ability to upload 25
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large numbers of additional nuclear warheads on both 1

bombers and missiles under the New START, which 2

would provide the ability for a timely and very sig-3

nificant U.S. response.’’. 4

(4) Subsection (a) of the Resolution of Advice 5

and Consent to Ratification of the New START Trea-6

ty of the Senate, agreed to on December 22, 2010, list-7

ed conditions of the Senate to the ratification of the 8

New START Treaty that are binding upon the Presi-9

dent, including the condition under paragraph (1)(B) 10

of such subsection that requires the President to take 11

certain actions in response to actions by the Russian 12

Federation that are in violation of or inconsistent 13

with such treaty, including to ‘‘seek on an urgent 14

basis a meeting with the Russian Federation at the 15

highest diplomatic level with the objective of bringing 16

the Russian Federation into full compliance with its 17

obligations under the New START Treaty’’. 18

(5) The Obama Administration demonstrated 19

that violations of treaty obligations by other parties 20

require corresponding action by the United States 21

when, on November 22, 2011, the Department of State 22

announced that the United States would ‘‘cease car-23

rying out certain obligations under the Conventional 24

Armed Forces in Europe (CFE) Treaty with regard 25
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to Russia. This announcement in the CFE Treaty’s 1

implementation group comes after the United States 2

and NATO Allies have tried over the past 4 years to 3

find a diplomatic solution following Russia’s decision 4

in 2007 to cease implementation with respect to all 5

other 29 CFE States. Since then, Russia has refused 6

to accept inspections and ceased to provide informa-7

tion to other CFE Treaty parties on its military 8

forces as required by the Treaty.’’. 9

(6) On October 17, 2012, the Chairman of the 10

Committee on Armed Services of the House of Rep-11

resentatives and the Chairman of the Permanent Se-12

lect Committee on Intelligence of the House of Rep-13

resentatives wrote a classified letter to the President 14

stating their concerns about a major arms control vio-15

lation by the Russian Federation. 16

(7) The Chairmen followed up their classified let-17

ter with unclassified letters on February 14 and April 18

12, 2013—in their latest letter, the Chairmen stated 19

that they expect the Administration to ‘‘directly con-20

front the Russian violations and circumventions of 21

this and other treaties. . .[we] further ask, again, for 22

your engagement in correcting this behavior. We also 23

seek your commitment not to undertake further reduc-24

tions to the U.S. nuclear deterrent or extended deter-25
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rent until this Russian behavior is corrected. We are 1

in full agreement with your policy as you articulated 2

it in Prague four years ago this month, ‘rules must 3

be binding, Violations must be punished. Words must 4

mean something.’ ’’. 5

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Congress 6

that the President should consider not seeking to further 7

limit or reduce the nuclear forces of the United States, in-8

cluding by negotiation, with a foreign country that remains 9

in active noncompliance with existing nuclear arms obliga-10

tions, such as the Russian Federation. 11

(c) OBLIGATIONS OF THE PRESIDENT IN THE EVENT 12

OF NONCOMPLIANCE.—If the President determines that a 13

foreign country is not in compliance with its obligations 14

under a nuclear arms control agreement, treaty, or commit-15

ment to which the United States is a party or in which 16

9

‘‘(3) To conduct and disseminate research and 10

analysis to increase the understanding of factors re-11

lated to international relations, counterterrorism, and 12

conventional and unconventional warfare and, ulti-13

mately, enhance national security. 14

‘‘(4) To collaborate with members of academic 15

and broad national security communities, both do-16

mestic and international, on research, conferences, 17

seminars, and other information exchanges to identify 18

topics of importance for the leadership of the United 19

States Government and the scholarly community. 20

‘‘(c) CONCURRENCE OF THE DIRECTOR OF NATIONAL 21

INTELLIGENCE.—The Secretary of Defense shall seek the 22

concurrence of the Director of National Intelligence to the 23

extent the efforts and activities of the Center involve the 24

entities referred to in subsection (b)(4). 25
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‘‘(d) SUPPORT FROM OTHER UNITED STATES GOV-1

ERNMENT DEPARTMENTS OR AGENCIES.—The head of any 2

(6) the operational requirements of the Afghan 10

Network, al Qaeda, and other associated groups, ne-13

cessitate that the Afghan Security National Forces 14

SEC. 1233. SENSE OF CONGRESS ON THE DEFENSE OF THE 1

ARABIAN GULF. 2

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds the following: 3

(1) In response to U.S. Central Command re-4

quirements, the United States Navy has maintained, 5

on average, more than one aircraft carrier in the Ara-6

bian Gulf for more than five years. 7

(2) In February 2013, the senior leadership of 8

the Department of Defense elected to reduce the num-9

ber of aircraft carriers deployed to the Arabian Gulf 10

in light of budget constraints and limitation of the 11

overall carrier force structure to support the two air-12

craft carrier requirement. 13

(3) In reference to the decision to indefinitely 14

delay the deployment of the USS Harry Truman, 15

CVN 75, and the USS Gettysburg, its cruiser escort, 16

Chairman of the Joint Chiefs, General Martin 17

Dempsey stated, ‘‘We’re trying to stretch our readi-18

ness out by keeping this particular carrier in home-19

port in our global response force, so if something hap-20

pens elsewhere in the world, we can respond to it. 21

Had we deployed it and ‘consumed’ that readiness, we 22

could have created a situation where downstream we 23

wouldn’t have a carrier present in certain parts of the 24

world at all.’’. 25
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(4) Highlighting the risks of having only one 1

aircraft carrier in the region and relying on land- 2

based aircraft, General Dempsey stated, ‘‘When you 3

have carrier-based aircraft, you have complete auton-4

omy and control over when you use them. When you 5

use land-based aircraft, you often have to have host- 6

nation permission to use them.’’. 7

(5) Addressing the perception of the United 8

States commitment to the region, General James 9

Mattis, Commander of U.S. Central Command, testi-10

fied in March 2013, ‘‘Perhaps the greatest risk to U.S. 11

interests in the region is a perceived lack of an endur-12

ing U.S. commitment to collective interests and the 13

security of our regional partners.’’. He went on to tes-14

tify that, ‘‘The drawdown of our forces can be mis-15

interpreted as a lack of attention, a lack of commit-16

ment to the region.’’. 17

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Congress 18

that— 19

(1) maintaining only one aircraft carrier battle 20

group in the Arabian Gulf constrains United States’ 21

options and could put at risk the ability to have di-22

versified platforms from which to defend the Arabian 23

Gulf and, if necessary, to conduct military operations 24

to prevent Iran from threatening the United States, 25
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United States allies, or Iran’s neighbors with nuclear 1

weapons; 2

(2) it is in the interests of the United States to 3

maintain both land-based and sea-based capabilities 4

in the region to project force; 5

(3) land-based locations in the region could re-6

strict United States military options and critically 7

impact the operational capability if required to con-8

duct a defense of the Arabian Gulf because the United 9

States has not finalized bilateral security agreements 10

with key Gulf Cooperation Council countries; 11

(4) as a result of these and other critical limita-12

tions associated with maintaining one aircraft carrier 13

battle group in the Arabian Gulf, United States mili-14

tary commanders have expressed concerns about the 15

operational constraints, the increasing uncertainty 16

among United States allies, and the emboldening of 17

potential adversaries such as Iran; 18

(5) regarding the ability of the United States 19

Navy to maintain a two aircraft carrier presence in 20

the Arabian Gulf, the Chief of Naval Operations, Ad-21

miral Jonathan Greenert, stated, ‘‘We need 11 car-22

riers to do the job. That’s been pretty clearly written, 23

and that’s underwritten in our defense strategic guid-24

ance.’’. 25
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(6) the United States should construct and suffi-1

ciently sustain a fleet of at least eleven aircraft car-2

riers and associated battle force ships in order to meet 3

current and future requirements and to support at 4

least a two aircraft carrier battle group presence in 5

the Arabian Gulf, in addition to meeting other oper-6

ational requirements; and 7

(7) the United States should finalize bilateral 8

agreements with key Gulf Cooperation Council coun-9

tries that support the Defense of the Arabian Gulf re-10

quirements, at the earliest possible date. 11

SEC. 1241. REPORT ON POSTURE AND READINESS OF 14

UNITED STATES ARMED FORCES TO RESPOND 15

TO FUTURE TERRORIST ATTACKS IN AFRICA 16

AND THE MIDDLE EAST. 17

(a) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Congress 18

that— 19

(1) the terrorist attack in Benghazi, Libya on 20

September 11, 2012, may have never occurred or 21

could have been prevented had there been an inter-22

national stabilizing force following NATO-led oper-23

ations in order to help stabilize the country, build ca-24

pacity within the security forces, and pursue terrorist 25
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groups that threaten the local government as well as 1

United States interests; 2

(2) the attack also highlighted the limitations of 3

the United States military to alert, deploy, and deci-4

sively counter a no-notice terrorist attack such as the 5

one in Benghazi, or another security contingency, due 6

to the limitations stemming from United States mili-7

tary posture in Africa and the Middle East and when 8

there is a lack of a layered defense at United States 9

diplomatic facilities; 10

(3) the United States military is more effectively 11

able to respond to terrorist attacks on United States 12

facilities outside of the United States if the respond-13

ing United States military assets are forward de-14

ployed; 15

(4) when an intelligence threat assessment deter-16

mines that a United States facility overseas is vulner-17

able to attack, such facility should have robust force 18

protection measures sufficient to safeguard personnel 19

and assets until a United States military response 20

can arrive; 21

(5) the continually evolving terrorist threat to 22

United States interests on the Continent of Africa 23

and the Middle East necessitates that the United 24

States military maintains a forward deployed posture 25
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in Europe, Middle East, and Africa in order to be 1

able to respond to terrorist events, or other security 2

contingencies, and to effectively evacuate and recover 3

United States personnel; 4

(6) the United States military, in conjunction 5

with the Department of State and the intelligence 6

community, should continue to evaluate the assump-7

tions underpinning the terrorist threat in order to en-8

sure that it is effectively able to respond globally to 9

future terrorist attacks; 10

(7) the United States military should regularly 11

re-evaluate the posture and alert status requirements 12

of its crisis response elements in order to be more re-13

sponsive to the evolving and global nature of the ter-14

rorist threat, and all United States military crisis re-15

sponse elements should be fully equipped with the re-16

quired supporting capabilities to conduct their mis-17

sions; 18

(8) on April 16, 2013, Chairman of the Joint 19

Chiefs of Staff, General Martin Dempsey, testified be-20

fore the House Appropriations Committee that the 21

military is, ‘‘. . .adapting our force posture to a new 22

normal of combustible violence in North Africa and in 23

the Middle East’’; 24

(9) The President stated in a press conference on 1

May 16, 2013, ‘‘I have directed the Defense Depart-2

ment to ensure that our military can respond light-3

ening quick in times of crisis.’’; 4

(10) the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs should 5

continue to evaluate the posture of United States 6

forces to respond to the global terrorist threat, includ-7

ing an evaluation of whether United States Africa 8

Command should have forces and necessary equip-9

ment permanently assigned to the command to re-10

spond more promptly to this ‘‘new normal’’; and 11

(11) although the Department of State-initiated 12

Accountability Review Board found that the Marine 13

Security Guard program should be expanded and that 14

there should be greater coordination between the De-15

partment of Defense and the Department of State to 16

identify additional resources for security at high risk 17

posts, the United States military may be challenged 18

to provide additional security to Department of State 19

facilities due to budget shortfalls, on-going force struc-20

ture constraints, and increasing operational require-21

ments for the Department of Defense.

(A) An assessment of terrorist groups and 10

other non-state groups that threaten United 11

States interests and facilities in Africa, includ-12

ing a description of the key assumptions under-13

pinning such assessment. 14

(B) A description of the readiness, posture, 15

and alert status of relevant United States Armed 16

Forces in Europe, the Middle East, Africa, and 17

the United States and any changes implemented 18

or planned to be implemented since the terrorist 19

attack in Benghazi, Libya on September 11, 20

2012, to respond to the ‘‘new normal’’ and Presi-21

dent Obama’s directive for the military to re-22

spond ‘‘lightening quick’’ in times of crisis. 23
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(C) In consultation with the Secretary of 1

State, a description of new or modified require-2

ments of the Department of State, if any, for— 3

(i) United States Marine Security 4

Guard Detachments; 5

(ii) any other Department of Defense 6

assets to provide enhanced security at De-7

partment of State facilities; 8

(iii) an explanation of how any new 9

requirements for Marine Security Detach-10

ments or other Department of Defense assets 11

affect the capacity of the Armed Forces, in-12

cluding specifically the capacity of the Ma-13

rine Corps, to fulfill Department of Defense 14

operational requirements; and 15

(iv) an explanation of how any 16

unfulfilled requirements for Marine Secu-17

rity Detachments would adversely impact 18

security at Department of State facilities. 19

(3) DEFINITION.—In this subsection, the term 20

‘‘appropriate congressional committees’’ means— 21

(A) the Committee on Armed Services and 22

the Committee on Foreign Relations of the Sen-23

ate; and 24
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(B) the Committee on Armed Services and 1

the Committee on Foreign Affairs of the House 2

of Representatives. 3

SEC. 1242. ROLE OF THE GOVERNMENT OF EGYPT TO 4

UNITED STATES NATIONAL SECURITY. 5

(a) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Congress 6

that— 7

(1) Egypt is undergoing a significant political 8

transition and the ultimate outcome of this political 9

process and its implications for United States na-10

tional security interests remain uncertain; 11

(2) the United States continues to have consider-12

able concerns about the intentions and actions of the 13

Egyptian Muslim Brotherhood and whether the gov-14

ernment of President Morsi is committed to a plural-15

istic, democratic Egypt; 16

(3) the United States has a stake in Egypt be-17

coming a mature, pluralistic democracy in which the 18

rights of Egyptian citizens, including women and mi-19

norities, are protected; 20

(4) the United States should continue to closely 21

monitor President Morsi’s support for the peace trea-22

ty with the Government of Israel, which has been a 23

stabilizing force in the region for over 30 years; 24
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(5) the United States military relationship with 1

the Egyptian military is long-standing and should re-2

main a key pillar to, and component of, United 3

States engagement with Egypt; 4

(6) the close military-to-military relationship be-5

tween the United States and Egypt has been a crit-6

ical component in enabling counterterrorism coopera-7

tion between the two governments to ensure the 8

United States military has freedom of movement 9

throughout the region in order to deter aggression and 10

respond to threats to United States national security 11

interests, particularly in light of the security situa-12

tion in Libya and the Sinai; 13

(7) the Egyptian military has exercised restraint 14

and professionalism during the unrest in Egypt over 15

the last two years and hopefully will remain a key 16

mechanism through which the United States can sup-17

port the people of Egypt in achieving their goals for 18

a representative and democratic political system, 19

while promoting peace and security in the region; 20

and 21

(8) therefore, with appropriate vetting, United 22

States military assistance and support to the Egyp-23

tian military should continue, even as civilian aid to 24

Egypt receives greater scrutiny as a result of the un-25
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certainty associated with Egypt’s current political 1

leadership and economic policies. 2

(b) PLAN REQUIRED.— 3

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 180 days after 4

the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of 5

Defense, in consultation with the Secretary of State, 6

shall submit to the appropriate congressional commit-7

tees a report that contains a comprehensive plan for 8

United States military assistance and cooperation 9

with Egypt. 10

(2) MATTERS TO BE INCLUDED.—The plan re-11

quired under paragraph (1) shall include, at a min-12

imum, a detailed description of the following: 13

(A) How United States security assistance 14

and cooperation enables— 15

(i) freedom of movement for the United 16

States military throughout the region; and 17

(ii) the Government of Egypt to dis-18

rupt, dismantle, and defeat al Qaeda, affili-19

ated groups, and other terrorist organiza-20

tions, whether based in and operating from 21

Egyptian territory or the region. 22

(B) The capacity of the Government of 23

Egypt to prevent the illicit movement of terror-24

ists, criminals, weapons, and other dangerous 25
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material across Egypt’s borders or administra-1

tive boundaries, including through tunnels and 2

other illicit points of entry into Gaza. 3

(C) The extent to which the Egyptian mili-4

tary is— 5

(i) supporting the protection of the po-6

litical, economic, and religious freedoms 7

and human rights of all citizens and resi-8

dents in Egypt; 9

(ii) supporting credible and legitimate 10

elections in Egypt; 11

(iii) supporting the Egypt-Israel Peace 12

Treaty; 13

(iv) taking effective steps to eliminate 14

smuggling networks and to detect and de-15

stroy tunnels between Egypt and Gaza; and 16

(v) supporting action to combat ter-17

rorism in the Sinai. 18

(3) APPROPRIATE CONGRESSIONAL COMMITTEES 19

DEFINED.—In this subsection, the term ‘‘appropriate 20

congressional committees’’ means— 21

(A) the congressional defense committees; 22

and 23
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(B) the Committee on Foreign Relations of 1

the Senate and the Committee on Foreign Affairs 2

of the House of Representatives. 3

SEC. 1243. SENSE OF CONGRESS ON THE MILITARY DEVEL-4

OPMENTS ON THE KOREAN PENINSULA. 5

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds the following: 6

(1) The Democratic People’s Republic of Korea 7

(‘‘North Korea’’) has escalated regional tensions with 8

hostile rhetoric and provocative actions. 9

(2) North Korea threatened a nuclear attack on 10

the United States and a resumption of open war 11

against the Republic of Korea (‘‘South Korea’’). 12

(3) North Korea’s nuclear weapons and ballistic 13

missile programs constitute a threat to the national 14

security of the United States and to regional stability. 15

(4) On April 14, 2009, North Korea halted nego-16

tiations regarding its nuclear weapons program when 17

it abandoned the Six-Party Talks with the People’s 18

Republic of China (‘‘China’’), Japan, the Russian 19

Federation (‘‘Russia’’), South Korea, and the United 20

States. 21

(5) On May 25, 2009, North Korea detonated a 22

nuclear device in an underground explosive test. 23
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(6) On March 26, 2010, North Korea sank a 1

South Korean naval vessel, the Cheonan, killing 46 2

South Korean sailors. 3

(7) On November 23, 2010, North Korea shelled 4

the border island of Yeonpyeong-do, killing four peo-5

ple. This was the first direct artillery attack on South 6

Korean territory since the signing of the 1953 armi-7

stice. 8

(8) On April 13, 2012, North Korea conducted a 9

rocket launch that failed to send a satellite into orbit. 10

This launch violated United Nations Security Council 11

(UNSC) Resolutions 1718 and 1874. 12

(9) On December 12, 2012, North Korea used 13

banned long-range missile technology to launch an 14

earth observation satellite into orbit. In response, the 15

UNSC unanimously adopted Resolution 2087, con-16

demning the launch. 17

(10) On February 12, 2013, North Korea con-18

ducted a third underground nuclear test in violation 19

of UNSC Resolution 1718, 1874, and 2087. The test 20

also contravened North Korea’s commitments under 21

the September 2005 Joint Statement of the Six-Party 22

Talks. 23

(11) On March 7, 2013, the UNSC unanimously 24

adopted Resolution 2094, condemning North Korea’s 25
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third nuclear test and imposed additional sanctions 1

against the regime. 2

(12) On March 28, 2013, North Korea unilater-3

ally nullified the armistice agreement with the United 4

States that suspended military conflict on the Korean 5

peninsula. 6

(13) On March 30, 2013, North Korea declared 7

a state of war with South Korea. 8

(14) On April 4, 2013, North Korea placed two 9

intermediate-range Musudan missiles on mobile 10

launchers and temporarily relocated them to the east-11

ern coast of the Korean peninsula before removing 12

them a month later from the launch sites. 13

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Congress 14

that— 15

(1) the United States and its allies, South Korea 16

and Japan, share the goal of a stable and peaceful 17

Korean Peninsula, free of nuclear weapons; 18

(2) the United States remains committed to de-19

fending its allies in the Asia-Pacific region and sta-20

bility in Northeast Asia requires restraint by all par-21

ties from activities that would complicate inter-22

national relations or escalate international tensions, 23

and international disputes should be mitigated in a 24
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constructive manner consistent with established prin-1

ciples of international law; 2

(3) Congress supports— 3

(A) the verifiable denuclearization of the 4

Korean Peninsula in a peaceful manner, 5

(B) North Korea’s abandonment of its nu-6

clear programs and return to the Treaty on the 7

Nonproliferation of Nuclear Weapons and to 8

International Atomic Energy Agency safeguards; 9

and 10

(C) North Korea’s full acceptance of and 11

compliance with the terms of the 1953 Armistice 12

Agreement; 13

(4) the United States has national interests in 14

security and stability in the Asia-Pacific region, the 15

implementation of the United States-Korea Free 16

Trade Agreement, nuclear non-proliferation efforts, 17

the promotion of respect for the fundamental human 18

rights of the North Korean people, international 19

cyber-security cooperation, and full implementation of 20

United States and multilateral sanctions against il-21

licit activities; 22

(5) the United States encourages China and Rus-23

sia to fully implement and enforce United States and 24
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United Nations Security Council sanctions against 1

North Korea; and 2

(6) the President, the Secretary of State, and the 3

Secretary of Defense should keep Congress fully in-4

formed on security developments on the Korean Pe-5

ninsula. 6

SEC. 1244. SENSE OF CONGRESS ON DEFENSE COOPERA-7

TION WITH GEORGIA. 8

It is the sense of Congress that the United States should 9

enhance its defense cooperation efforts with Georgia and 10

support the efforts of the Government of Georgia to provide 11

for the defense of its government, people, and sovereign ter-12

ritory. 13

SEC. 1245. LIMITATION ON ESTABLISHMENT OF REGIONAL 14

SPECIAL OPERATIONS FORCES COORDINA-15

TION CENTERS. 16

(a) LIMITATION.—None of the funds authorized to be 17

appropriated by this Act or otherwise made available for 18

fiscal year 2014 for the Department of Defense may be obli-19

gated or expended to plan, prepare, establish, or implement 20

any ‘‘Regional Special Operations Forces Coordination 21

Center’’ (RSCC) or similar regional coordination entities. 22

(b) EXCLUSION.—The limitation contained in sub-23

section (a) shall not apply with respect to any RSCC or 24

similar regional coordination entity authorized by statute, 25

Operations Headquarters authorized under section 1244 of 2

the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 3

2010 (Public Law 111–84; 123 Stat.

pose of the RSCC concept. 11

(2) Defined and validated requirements justi-12

fying the establishment of RSCCs or similar entities 13

within each geographic combatant command, to in-14

clude how such centers have been coordinated and de- 15

conflicted with existing regional and multilateral 16

frameworks or approaches. 17

(3) An explanation of why existing regional cen-18

ters and multilateral frameworks cannot satisfy the 19

requirements and needs of the Department of Defense 20

and geographic combatant commands. 21

(4) Cost estimates across the Future Years De-22

fense Program for such centers, to include estimates 23

of contributions of nations participating in such cen-24

ters. 25
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(5) Any other matters that the Secretary of De-1

fense or Secretary of State determines appropriate. 2

(d) SPECIFIED CONGRESSIONAL COMMITTEES.—The 3

congressional committees referred to in subsection (c) are— 4

(1) the congressional defense committees; and 5

(2) the Committee on Foreign Relations of the 6

Senate and the Committee on Foreign Affairs of the 7

House of Representatives. 8

SEC. 1246. ADDITIONAL REPORTS ON MILITARY AND SECU-9

RITY DEVELOPMENTS INVOLVING THE DEMO-10

CRATIC PEOPLE’S REPUBLIC OF KOREA. 11

(a) REPORT.—Subsection (a) of section 1236 of the 12

National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2012 13

(Public Law 112–81; 125 Stat. 1641), as amended by sec-14

tion 1292 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fis-15

cal Year 2013 (Public Law 112–239; 126 Stat. 2042), is 16

further amended by striking ‘‘November 1, 2012, and No-17

vember 1, 2013,’’ and inserting ‘‘November 1, 2013, Novem-18

ber 1, 2015, and November 1, 2017,’’.

PORT OF BALLISTIC MISSILE PROGRAMS OF CHINA, SYRIA, 7

IRAN, AND NORTH KOREA.— 8

(1) IN GENERAL.—The President shall seek to en-9

courage the Government of the Russian Federation to 10

disclose any support by the Russian Federation or 11

Russian entities for the ballistic missile programs of 12

the People’s Republic of China, Syria, Iran, or North 13

Korea. 14

(2) REPORT REQUIRED.—The President shall 15

submit to the congressional defense committees a 16

semi-annual report on any disclosure by the Govern-17

ment of the Russian Federation of any such support 18

during the preceding six-month period.

LISTIC MISSILE PROGRAMS OF SYRIA, IRAN, NORTH 5

KOREA, AND OTHER COUNTRIES.— 6

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of State, in co-7

ordination with the Secretary of Defense, shall de-8

velop a plan to seek and secure the cooperation of the 9

Russian Federation and the People’s Republic of 10

China to verifiably reduce the spread of technology 11

and expertise that supports the ballistic missile pro-12

grams of the Syria, Iran, North Korea, or any other 13

country that the Secretary of State determines has a 14

ballistic missile program.

(2) REPORT AND BRIEFINGS REQUIRED.—The 16

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(3) DEFINITION.—In this subsection, the term 1

and 7

(C) the Committee on Foreign Affairs of the 8

Foreign Relations of the Senate. 10

(c) FORM.—Each report required by this section shall 11

be submitted in unclassified form, but may contain a classi-12

fied annex, if necessary. 13

SEC. 1250. CONGRESSIONAL NOTIFICATIONS RELATING TO 14

STATUS OF FORCES AGREEMENTS. 15

(a) IN GENERAL.—With respect to an agreement on 16

the status of forces between the United States and a foreign 17

country, the Secretary of Defense, in consultation with the 18

Secretary of State, shall notify the appropriate congres-19

sional committees not later than 15 days after the date on 20

which the agreement is signed, renewed, amended or other-21

wise revised, or terminated. 22

(b) BRIEFINGS REQUIRED.—Not later than February 23

1 of each calendar year, the Secretary of Defense, in con-24

(3) Amendments to status of forces agreements 8

that the Secretary of Defense determines to be sub-9

stantial and are likely to be negotiated in such cal-10

endar year. 11

(c) APPROPRIATE CONGRESSIONAL COMMITTEES.—In 12

this section, the term ‘‘appropriate congressional commit-13

tees’’ means— 14

(1) the congressional defense committees; and 15

(2) the Committee on Foreign Relations of the 16

Senate and the Committee on Foreign Affairs of the 17

House of Representatives. 18

(d) EFFECTIVE DATE.—This section shall take effect 19

on the date of the enactment of this Act and shall apply 20

with respect to an agreement described in subsection (a) 21

that is signed on or after the date of the enactment of this 22

Act. 23
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SEC. 1251. SENSE OF CONGRESS ON THE CONFLICT IN 1

SYRIA. 2

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds the following: 3

(1) The conflict in Syria began in March 2011. 4

(2) As of February 2013, the United Nations 5

High Commissioner for Human Rights estimated that 6

approximately 70,000 Syrians have been killed dur-7

ing the conflict. 8

(3) According to the United Nations High Com-9

missioner for Refugees, over 1,200,000 Syrians are 10

registered refugees or persons of concern including, 11

over 66,000 in Egypt, over 145,000 in Iraq, over 12

461,000 in Jordan, over 462,000 in Lebanon, and 13

over 329,000 in Turkey. 14

(4) Jabhat al-Nusra, a group located in Syria 15

and categorized as an affiliate of al-Qaeda by the in-16

telligence community, presents a direct threat to the 17

interests of the United States and could present a di-18

rect threat to the United States. 19

(5) On August 19, 2011, President Obama stat-20

ed: ‘‘The future of Syria must be determined by its 21

people, but President Bashar al-Assad is standing in 22

their way. We have consistently said that President 23

Assad must lead a democratic transition or get out of 24

the way. He has not led. For the sake of the Syrian 25
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people, the time has come for President Assad to step 1

aside.’’. 2

(6) The United States is deploying 200 military 3

personnel from the headquarters of the 1st Armored 4

Division to Jordan in order to ‘‘improve readiness 5

and prepare for a number of scenarios’’. 6

(7) In a letter from Miguel Rodriguez, the Assist-7

ant to the President for Legislative Affairs, to Sen-8

ators McCain and Levin, dated April 25, 2013, it 9

stated that ‘‘our intelligence community does assess 10

with varying degrees of confidence that the Syrian re-11

gime has used chemical weapons on a small scale in 12

Syria, specifically, the chemical agent sarin. . .We do 13

believe that any use of chemical weapons in Syria 14

would very likely have originated with the Assad re-15

gime. . .the President has made it clear that the use 16

of chemical weapons—or the transfer of chemical 17

weapons to terrorist groups—is a red line for the 18

United States of America’’. 19

(8) In a press conference with Israel Prime Min-20

ister, Benjamin Netanyahu, President Obama stated: 21

‘‘I have made clear that the use of chemical weapons 22

is a game-changer’’. 23

(9) In August 2012, during a White House press 24

conference, President Obama stated: ‘‘We have been 25
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very clear to the Assad regime, but also to other play-1

ers on the ground, that a redline for us is we start 2

seeing a whole bunch of chemical weapons moving 3

around or being utilized.’’. 4

(10) It is a threat to the vital national security 5

interest of the United States if terrorist groups, such 6

as al-Qaeda, obtain chemical or biological material or 7

weapons in Syria. 8

(11) At a Pentagon press conference on May 2, 9

2013, Secretary Hagel confirmed that the Obama Ad-10

ministration is re-thinking its opposition to arming 11

the rebels. 12

(12) On April 11, 2013, responding to a question 13

about the need for a supplemental funding request for 14

any potential United States military effort in Syria, 15

Secretary Hagel stated: ‘‘Yes, I think it is pretty clear 16

that a supplemental would be required.’’. 17

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Congress 18

that— 19

(1) President Obama should have a comprehen-20

sive policy and should ensure robust contingency 21

planning to secure United States’ interests in Syria; 22

(2) President Obama should fully consider all 23

courses of action to remove President Bashar al-Assad 24

from power; 25
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(3) the conflict in Syria threatens the vital na-1

tional security interests of Israel, which should be suf-2

ficiently weighed by the President when considering 3

policy approaches towards the conflict in Syria; 4

(4) the President should fully consider all courses 5

of action to reinforce his stated ‘‘redline’’ regarding 6

the use of weapons of mass destruction by the Assad 7

regime in Syria, which could threaten the credibility 8

of the United States with its allies in the region and 9

embolden the Assad regime; 10

(5) the United States should continue to conduct 11

rigorous planning and operational preparation to 12

support any efforts to secure the chemical and biologi-13

cal stockpiles and associated weapons; 14

(6) the United States should have a policy that 15

supports the stability of countries on Syria’s border, 16

including Jordan, Turkey, Iraq, Lebanon, and Israel; 17

(7) the United States should continue to support 18

Syrian opposition forces with non-lethal aid; 19

(8) the President, the Department of Defense, the 20

Department of State, and the intelligence community, 21

in cooperation with European and regional allies, 22

should ensure that the risks of all courses of action or 23

inaction regarding Syria are fully explored and un-24
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derstood and that Congress is kept fully informed of 1

such risks; 2

(9) the President should fully consider, and the 3

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(2) Arab Spring uprisings in Middle Eastern 1

and North African countries, including the Republic 2

of Mali, the Arab Republic of Egypt, Libya, and the 3

Syrian Arab Republic (Syria), have presented emerg-4

ing strategic challenges that present significant impli-5

cations for regional stability, the security of the State 6

of Israel (Israel), and the national security interests 7

of the United States and many European allies. 8

(3) U.S. Africa Command does not have formally 9

assigned Army or Marine Corps units assigned to it 10

and it continues to share Air Force and Navy compo-11

nent commands with EUCOM. Consequently, United 12

States forces stationed in Europe have been deployed 13

to support contingencies associated with the Arab 14

Spring in North Africa. 15

(4) The Commander of U.S. European Com-16

mand is responsible for developing operational plans 17

for the defense of Israel. Moreover, forces stationed in 18

Europe would be deployed to defend Israel in the 19

event of such a contingency. 20

(5) Regimes, including the Islamic Republic of 21

Iran and Syria, continue efforts to procure, develop, 22

and proliferate advanced ballistic missile technologies 23

that pose a serious threat to United States forces and 24

installations in the theater, as well as to the territory, 25
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populations, and forces of Israel and European allies. 1

United States missile defense capabilities in Europe 2

seek to mitigate these threats. 3

(6) Violent extremist organizations, including 4

Kongra-Gel, al Qaida, Lebanese Hizballah, and Ira-5

nian Qods Force, may utilize Europe as an impor-6

tant venue for recruitment, logistical support, financ-7

ing, and the targeting of the United States and West-8

ern interests. 9

(7) Congress has lacked sufficient data to com-10

pare the strategic benefits and the costs associated 11

with permanently stationing forces in Europe. The 12

Government Accountability Office (GAO) has found 13

that the combatant commands do not completely and 14

consistently report cost data in their theater posture 15

plans. In particular, GAO reported in February 2011 16

that EUCOM lacks comprehensive cost data in its 17

theater posture plans and therefore decision makers 18

lack critical information that could be used to make 19

fully informed posture decisions. Additionally, in 20

June 2012, GAO found that the Department of De-21

fense has taken steps to align posture initiatives with 22

strategy and cost, but continues to lack comprehensive 23

and consistent cost estimates of initiatives. 24
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(8) The Department of Defense has reported that 1

the cost of permanently stationing forces in the 2

United States rather than overseas is often offset by 3

such factors as increased rotational costs. 4

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Congress 5

that— 6

(1) an enduring United States presence and en-7

gagement across Europe and Eurasia provides the 8

critical access and infrastructure necessary to accom-9

plish United States strategic priorities, expand 10

United States global reach to Europe, Eurasia, the 11

Middle East, Africa, as well as the Mediterranean 12

and Atlantic Oceans, and facilitates a rapid United 13

States response for complex contingencies; 14

(2) the United States continues to have an inter-15

est in supporting the stability and security of Europe, 16

especially in a dynamic and challenging global secu-17

rity environment; 18

(3) forward-stationed active duty service mem-19

bers, forward-deployed rotational units, and reserve 20

forces assigned to U.S. European Command remain 21

essential for United States planning, logistics, and 22

operations in support of U.S. Central Command, 23

U.S. Africa Command, U.S. Transportation Com-24

mand, U.S. Special Operations Command, and U.S. 25
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Strategic Command, as well as fulfilling commit-1

ments under Article V of the North Atlantic Charter; 2

(4) in light of the benefits associated with defense 3

of the homeland forward and strategic access, as well 4

as the potential for rotational deployments to increase 5

cost to the Department of Defense, the Department of 6

Defense should implement the recommendations of the 7

Government Accountability Office with regard to im-8

proved cost estimation to enable informed force pos-9

ture decisions prior to making any further significant 10

changes to the United States force posture in Europe 11

that could increase risk for the United States; and 12

(5) the Secretary of Defense should keep Congress 13

fully and currently informed regarding the require-14

ments of the United States force posture in Europe 15

and the costs associated with maintaining such force. 16

20

‘‘(4) A risk assessment of entering into a con-21

tract with such foreign entity, including an assess-22

ment of mission assurance and security of informa-23

tion and a description of any measures necessary to 24

mitigate risks found by such risk assessment.

sity technology transfer officials; 24
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(ii) technology validation milestones 1

focused on market feasibility; 2

(iii) simple reporting on program 3

progress; and 4

(iv) a process to reallocate funding 5

from poor performing projects to those with 6

more potential. 7

(4) CRITERIA.—An award may be made under 8

the pilot program to a qualifying institution in ac-9

cordance with the following criteria: 10

(A) The extent to which a qualifying insti-11

tution— 12

(i) has an established and proven tech-13

nology transfer or commercialization office 14

and has a plan for engaging that office in 15

the program’s implementation or has out-16

lined an innovative approach to technology 17

transfer that has the potential to increase or 18

accelerate technology transfer outcomes and 19

can be adopted by other qualifying institu-20

tions; 21

(ii) can assemble a project manage-22

ment board comprised of industry, start-up, 23

venture capital, technical, financial, and 24

business experts; 25
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(iii) has an intellectual property rights 1

strategy or office; and 2

(iv) demonstrates a plan for sustain-3

ability beyond the duration of the funding 4

from the award. 5

(B) Such other criteria as the Secretary de-6

termines necessary. 7

(5) USE OF AWARD.— 8

(A) IN GENERAL.—Subject to subparagraph 9

(B), the funds from an award may be used to 10

evaluate the commercial potential of existing dis-11

coveries, including activities that contribute to 12

determining a project’s commercialization path, 13

including technical validations, market research, 14

clarifying intellectual property rights, and inves-15

tigating commercial and business opportunities. 16

(B) LIMITATIONS.— 17

(i) The amount of an award may not 18

exceed $500,000 a year. 19

(ii) Funds from an award may not be 20

used for basic research, or to fund the acqui-21

sition of research equipment or supplies un-22

related to commercialization activities.

(1) PAYMENT REQUIRED.—The Secretary shall 21

require the Township to cover costs (except costs for 22

environmental remediation of the property) to be in-23

curred by the Secretary, or to reimburse the Secretary 24

SEC. 3001. WITHDRAWAL AND RESERVATION OF PUBLIC 7

LANDS FOR LIMESTONE HILLS TRAINING 8

AREA, MONTANA. 9

(a) WITHDRAWAL.—Subject to valid existing rights 10

and except as provided in this subtitle, the public lands and 11

interests in lands described in subsection (c), and all other 12

areas within the boundaries of such lands as depicted on 13

the map provided for by subsection (d) that may become 14

subject to the operation of the public land laws, are hereby 15

withdrawn from all forms of appropriation under the pub-16

lic land laws, including the mining laws and the mineral 17

leasing and geothermal leasing laws. 18

(b) RESERVATION; PURPOSE.—Subject to the limita-19

tions and restrictions contained in section 3003, the public 20

lands withdrawn by subsection (a) are reserved for use by 21

the Secretary of the Army for the following purposes: 22

(1) The conduct of training for active and re-23

serve components of the Armed Forces. 24
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(2) The construction, operation, and mainte-1

nance of organizational support and maintenance fa-2

cilities for component units conducting training. 3

(3) The conduct of training by the Montana De-4

partment of Military Affairs, except that any such 5

use may not interfere with purposes specified in 6

paragraphs (1) and (2). 7

(4) The conduct of training by State and local 8

law enforcement agencies, civil defense organizations, 9

and public education institutions, except that any 10

such use may not interfere with military training ac-11

tivities. 12

(5) Other defense-related purposes consistent 13

with the purposes specified in the preceding para-14

graphs. 15

(c) LAND DESCRIPTION.—The public lands and inter-16

ests in lands withdrawn and reserved by this section com-17

prise approximately 18,644 acres in Broadwater County, 18

Montana, as generally depicted as ‘‘Proposed Land With-19

drawal’’ on the map titled ‘‘Limestone Hills Training Area 20

Land Withdrawal’’, dated April 10, 2013. 21

(d) LEGAL DESCRIPTION AND MAP.— 22

ations covered by this section to training areas within 14

the boundaries of the Limestone Hills Training Area.

(d) EXISTING MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT.—Until 18

such time as the agreement required under subsection (c) 19

becomes effective, the compatible joint use of the lands with-20

drawn and reserved by section 3001 shall be governed, to 21

the extent compatible, by the terms of the 2005 Memo-22

randum of Agreement among the Montana Army National 23

Guard, Graymont Western US Inc. and the Bureau of Land 24

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SEC. 3004. GRAZING. 1

(a) ISSUANCE AND ADMINISTRATION OF PERMITS AND 2

Secretary of the Interior consistent with all applicable laws, 6

regulations, and policies of the Secretary of the Interior re-7

lating to such permits and leases.

SEC. 3006. PAYMENTS IN LIEU OF TAXES. 1

The lands withdrawn by section 3001 shall remain eli-2

gible as entitlement land under section 6901 of title 31, 3

United States Code. 4

SEC. 3007. HUNTING, FISHING AND TRAPPING. 5

All hunting, fishing and trapping on the lands with-6

drawn by section 3001 shall be conducted in accordance 7

with section 2671 of title 10, United States Code.

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tions to suppress, brush and range fires occurring as a re-1

sult of military activities on the lands withdrawn and re-2

served by section 3001, including fires outside those lands 3

that spread from the withdrawn land and which occurred 4

as a result of such activities.

(b) COOPERATION OF SECRETARY OF THE INTE-6

RIOR.—At the request of the Secretary of the Army, the Sec-7

retary of the Interior shall provide assistance in the sup-8

pression of such fires and shall be reimbursed for such as-9

sistance by the Secretary of the Army.

(a) USE FOR MILITARY PURPOSES AUTHORIZED.— 14

‘‘(H) The Administrator of the Western 20

Area Power Administration. 21

‘‘(I) The Chief Information Officer of the 22

Department of Energy. 23

‘‘(3) The term ‘covered procurement’ means— 24
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‘‘(A) a source selection for a covered system 1

or a covered item of supply involving either a 2

performance specification, as described in para-3

graph (1)(C)(ii) of section 2305(a) of title 10, 4

United States Code, or an evaluation factor, as 5

toward third-party certification and industrial stand-16

ards whenever possible—but the pilot program spe-17

cifically exempted certain high-hazard operations 18

from its scope. 19

(4) An independent assessment conducted one 20

year after initiation of the pilot found approximately 21

$14,000,000 had been saved in fiscal year 2007 be-22

cause of the pilot program. 23

(5) The independent assessment found that ‘‘the 24

replacement of Department of Energy prescriptive re-25

quirements with site specific standards and operating 26
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systems was observed to be a significant cost reduc-1

tion driver. . .in several business areas, this reduc-2

tion was accomplished by moving toward the use of 3

metrics and benchmarks rather than transactional 4

oversight.’’. 5

(6) The independent assessment further found 6

that ‘‘no immediate or negative impacts were observed 7

as a result’’ of the pilot program and that ‘‘the lessons 8

learned at [the Kansas City Plant] can and should be 9

applied at other NNSA and DOE sites’’, while ac-10

knowledging that application of such lessons would be 11

limited by the presence of high-risk, high-hazard ac-12

tivities at such locations. 13

(7) The independent assessment concluded, ‘‘it is 14

our opinion that these elements can be encouraged 15

and developed over time at each NNSA facility, sub-16

ject to the limitations made necessary by the nature 17

of the site.’’. 18

(b) EXTENSION OF POLICIES.— 19

(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided by para-20

graph (2), the Administrator for Nuclear Security 21
