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Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Make the District of
Columbia Safe and Beautiful Act of 20267
SEC. 2. PROGRAM TO BEAUTIFY DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA.

(a) ESTABLISHMENT.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 30 days after
the date of the enactment of this section, the Secretary
of the Interior (hereinafter the “Secretary”) shall de-
velop a program to beautify the District of Columbia
(hereinafter the “Program”).

(2) CONSULTATION.—The Secretary, when estab-
lishing the Program, shall consult with each of the fol-
lowing:

(A) The Attorney General.

(B) The Secretary of Transportation.

(C) The Mayor of the District of Columbia.

(D) The Unated States Attorney for the Dis-
trict of Columbia.

(E) The Administrator of General Services.

(F) The heads of such other Federal depart-
ments and agencies and District of Columbia of-

ficials as the Secretary deems appropriate.
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(b) PURPOSE.—The purpose of the Program is to es-
tablish a plan for Federal and local officials to—

(1) coordinate, and maintain, the cleanliness, of
Federal and District of Columbia facilities, monu-
ments, land, public spaces, sidewalks, parks, high-
ways, roads, transit systems, and other commonly vis-
ited areas within the District of Columbia, including
through the removal of graffiti;

(2) restore Federal public monuments, memo-
rals, statues, markers, and similar properties that
have been damaged or defaced or imappropriately re-
moved or changed; and

(3) encourage private-sector participation in the
efforts of the Program.

(¢) REPORT.—Not later than 1 year after the date of
the enactment of this section, and annually thereafter, the
Secretary shall submit a report to the Committees on Over-
sight and Government Reform and on Natural Resources
